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. Students must be in possession of, or have access to,
an instrument.
(We could assist you in finding an instrument to hire.)

2. Students have to enrol for a minimum period of six
months.

3. Students playing an orchestral instrument are strongly
advised to play in an ensemble.

4. Students have to make satisfactory progress to
enable them to continue with their lessons .

5. Students may not be absent from classes without a valid
reason. The teacher has to be notified 24 hours in
advance ( if possible) if student cannot attend classes.
Lessons missed by students are forfeited, including
lessons missed because of school related reasons e.g.
assessments, outings ,etc.

6. There are no lessons on public holidays.

7. Make-up lessons will be arranged when the teacher is
unable to teach at the required time.

8. Registration forms must be filled in annually. R80.00 per
family is payable upon registration.

9. No Student will be accepted without a signed
Registration Form

10. Music fees have to be paid strictly in advance
(first week of the term). No lessons will commence with
out a 50% payment of fees.
